High schools who were confronting each other near the
Leisure centre. They successfully broke up the group into
smaller numbers and Val and | chatted to some of these
youngsters who were interested in who we were and what
were doing! By midnight they had disappeared home and we
were faced with another challenge — young people entering
and leaving pubs and nightclubs, some hardly able to stand.
We gave away bottles of water to re-hydrate and chtectda
energise them, helping them to get home safely and giving us
the opportunity once again to build relationships as theptlea

Rev. Sue Lambert opened the meeting with prayer.

Matters Arising
- Stutton had now formally closed. Members had been made
very welcome at Holbrook where they were now
worshipping.
Mrs Elizabeth Kemble's appointment as the Family and
Children’s worker in the Felixstowe Mission Area was
approved.
Finance
Detailed finance reports were issued and approved. (These can be
seen in the Blue Folder in the church vestibule)
Conversation on the work of God
Good news from the Mission Area
Museum Street: Business lunch going well — all invited if in town.
Bramford Road: Have gained their 3" Eco-Congregation award
Capel: The Beacon, bar at the back of the church, is working well,
serving coffee and cakes.
Chantry: Numbers have increased. Now have a worshipping
congregation of 15 and the Friday coffee mornings are extremely
busy.
Felixstowe Mission Area:
Have set up vision team (senior steward from each of the 4
churches, plus lay workers and minister).
Town Pastors’ scheme — 50% of day to day workforce is
from the Methodists in the Area.
An Area sponsored walk had been organised.




Resourcing the Mission of the Circuit
Alyson Ellis presented some facts.
Rev Alan Taylor is up for re-election or replacement
September 2011
Rev Peggy Heim will be moving on September 2011
Ipswich Urban Mission area has 7 town churches. What will
their needs be in Sept 20117 It makes sense to have the
Superintendent based in the town and for him/her to work
half of their time in a church and half on circuit matters. Are 2
% ministers enough for 7 churches? Ecumenical work takes
place with Suffolk University and could youth work be done
with CYM? If Alan chooses to be replaced, a profile will have
to be written for a new superintendent as well as the profile
for the other post. The circuit will need to look at the
possibilities — do we ask for a superintendent and an
experienced presbyter or probationer or deacon or
layworker? We know that stationing will be difficult in the
Methodist Connexion in 2011 and 2012 will be extremely
difficult with a possible shortage of 200 ministers.
A discussion on the above then followed in small groups. In reporting
back we heard that Brantham is being looked at as we don’t want to
lose another church in this area. The church is concerned with
environmental issues and may therefore work well with Bramford
Road. The churches of the Ipswich circuit are a tremendous resource
to the area in which they are situated but we do need to work with
each other.

The Felixstowe Town Pastors have now started walking the
streets of town and the promenade. They went out for the first
time on Saturday 10" April.

Each Saturday night, between 10pm and 4 am, the team
consists of 4 Pastors on the streets, 3 base prayers (based at
Trinity Methodist Church) keeping in touch with the pastors,
providing them with drinks and toast during their breaks and
praying for the various situations as they arise, and between 4
and 8 home prayers praying in their own homes for the team
and situations.

Feed back from pastors, prayer teams and local police have all
been positive and it sounds as if already some potential
troubles have been prevented by the pastors’ presence.

For this scheme to continue effectively more pastors and pray-
ers are needed and further recruitment will be taking place in
June.
